HISTORY MAJOR

Students majoring in history must complete 10 4-credit history courses or their equivalent. History majors are urged to complete HIST 500 in the semester following
declaring the major and HIST 797 during their senior year. In addition, a major must take at least 8 courses of which a minimum of 3 must be at the 600 level or above.
Only one 695 independent study course may be used to fulfill the 600 level requirement, and no more than 2 independent studies may count toward the 10 course
requirement. No more than two 400 level courses may be counted toward the major. Transfer students shall refer to the program of study for additional information. HIST
500 and HIST 797 must be completed within at least a C. Students must earn at least a C- in the other eight courses and maintain a 2.0 or better in all history courses.
