All students entering the mechanical engineering technology program should have a minimum of 12 semester hours of college-level mathematics, 
including Calculus I. Calculus II is strongly recommended.  Students without this background will be required to take MATH 426,  527 or 644 
during the first semester of their junior year.  The student's advisor will determine which of these courses is most appropriate for the student's 
program. All mechanical engineering technology students must satisfactorily complete CHEM 403 or offer evidence of equivalent coursework.  
Students in this program must also complete a minimum of 9 credits of courses in communication skills.
